Ordinance Public Hearing

I. Public Hearing on age qualified communities in the Unified Development (UD) Zoning
District - Chairman Neal called the meeting to order at 7:35 and Solicitor Land announced that
the public hearing was called discuss an ordinance amending the New Garden Township
Zoning Ordinance of 1988, as amended, by the addition of definitions for the terms “Age
Qualified Community” and “Age Qualified Unit” by the addition of special area and bulk
regulations pertaining to age qualified communities in the Unified Development (UD) Zoning
District.
