I. CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Neal called the meeting to order at 7:30 with a pledge to the flag and
announced that the Board met for an executive session on May 11, 2009,
regarding personnel matters and possible acquisition.

IL. OPPRTUNITY FOR RESIDENTS TO ADDRESS THE BOARD

Manager Raddi stated that Mr. Ted Christie of the Historic Commission was
present to comment on the Historic Preservation Ordinance when discussed later
in the meeting.

111. NEW BUSINESS

A. Orleans Home Builders drainage matter- Vice Chairman Allaband motioned
to table the matter until all parties could be present. Supervisor Norris seconded
the motion to table and was passed by a unanimous vote. Manager Raddi is to
schedule a meeting with himself, Dave Bailey, Anthony Jazieanski, Orleans
Home Builders and Solicitor Land.

B. Scarlett Road Bridge- Sandy Martin of McCormick Taylor was present to
answer questions regarding the Scarlett Road Bridge repairs. Vice Chairman
Allaband stated his concern of the engineering costs and requested a spread
sheet breakdown of costs for the engineering of the project as the cost is not in
line with the bid. Ms. Martin stated that there was one change order for $27,000
which was not exceeded. Against her recommendation the Township paid more
than needed for the bridge work and the issue with charges should be directed to
the contractor. The other charge was to McCormick Taylor for liquidated
damages because of the weather the project was delayed 1 week.

Manager Raddi stated that the change order was issued as a force act and he and
Joe discussed the matter and decided to issue the change order to get the job
done in a timely manner. Ms. Martin stated that she was under the impression
that the Township would have an in-house inspector and invoices reflect
additional requested inspection services.
