I. CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Neal called the meeting to order at 7:30 with a pledge to the flag,

I1. OPPORTUNITY FOR THE PUBLIC TO ADDRTSS THE BOARD
With no public comment the Board moved to discuss Old Business.

I11. OLD BUSINESS

A. Consideration of Fireworks Concepts- Supervisor Perrotti stated that because of budget
cuts the Parks and Recreation Board has decided not to host the Labor Day fireworks for
2009 and that the money can be used toward other park events such as Tuesday Family Fun
Night.

B. Prelim/ Final Wollaston Park- Manager Raddi stated that the Township has received
maltching grant funds from Chester County in the amount of $250,000 and another grant
from DCNR in the amount of $188,000. The Township has the matching funds available
from fee in lieu of funds. Supervisor Norris questioned if the plan was before the Planning
Commission and what was thev're recommendation. Manager Raddi stated that mosl
Pennoni issues were procedural which were complied with. The Planning Commission
comment was that the Ordinance calls for the plan to show vistas/ views but because it is
the park it was found to be unnecessary and a delineation issue but because there are built in
buffers it is also not necessary. The plan has been revised in accordance with the Planning
Commission’s recommendation. Supervisor Perrotti motioned to approve the Preliminary/
Final Land Development Plan for Wollaston Park Phase | Expansion. Supervisor Norris
seconded to a unanimous vote,

IV. NEW SEWER BUSINESS

A. Consideration of surveying proposal for Crestview Drive and Hawthorne Drive to be
performed by Hillcrest at the cost of $1,200.00- Supervisor Perrotti stated that the surveving
is for the discrepancy of the survey lines for the extension of force main at the Bancroft
Woods pump station. Supervisor Perrotti motioned to approve the surveying for Crestview
Drive and Hawthorme Drive to be done by Hillcrest and not to exceed 31,200, Supervisor
Norris seconded to a unanimous vole.

B. Consideration of surveving proposal for Crestview Drive Bancroft Woods Open Space
to be performed by Hillerest at the cost of $600.00- Supervisor Perrotti stated that
surveving is to clarify a discrepancy with a neighbor of the pump station in the event that
the pump station would be expanded. Supervisor Perrotti motioned to approve the survey
