I. CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Neal called the meeting to order at 7:30 with a pledge to the flag.

Chairman Neal recognized Supervisor Norris as Chairman of the Board for 2008
by presenting him with a plaque and thanked him for his service.

1L OPPORTUNITY FOR RESIDENTS TO ADDRESS THE BOARD

Mr. John McGloughlin of the Club House Committee of Somerset Lake was
present to discuss a possible reduction of sewer costs by requesting a separate
line for the pool. The pool was drained to resurface, which would be an
additional 60,000 gallons used that does not go to the sewer. Supervisor Perrotti
stated that previously it was discussed and requested that he make a
recommendation to the Board and get back to Mr. McGloughlin, Supervisor
Norris questioned if that would also benefit others in the Township that have
pools. Supervisor Perrotti stated that it is an olympic size pool and has more of
an impact. Vice Chairman Allaband questioned if it is possible to put a separate
meter at the pool. Supervisor Perrotti stated that he would get back to the Board
with a recommendation after discussion with Spence Andress.

III. NEW BUSINESS

A. Consideration of a Resolution establishing an Open Records Policy-
Supervisor Norris stated that the Manager is assigned as Open Records Officer.
Supervisor Perrotti requested clarification of the fees on page 3. Manager stated
that if the fee is over S100 the Township can request payment prior to copving
and there is a list of recommended fees for copies. Chairman Neal stated his
concern of the privacy of the emplovees and that PSATS states that a resolution
does not have to be adopted. Manager Raddi stated that emplovee records such
as workers compensation, social security numbers, etc are confidential and that
the Township does not have to adopt a resolution but still has to follow the law
