L. CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Neal called the meeting to order at 6:30 with a pledge to the flag.

Supervisor Norris awarded Gildo Guizzetti with a plaque recognizing him as
Volunteer of the Year for 2008.

II. OPPORTUNITY FOR RESIDENTS TO ADDRESS THE BOARD

III. REPORTS

A. New Garden Ventures- Mr. Andress informed that Mr. Barry Steingle and Mr.
Rick Johnson were present to discuss the issue of a sewer main extension for the
proposed New Garden Ventures project. Mr. Barry Steingle requested direction
from the Board as how to best serve the site with sanitary sewer service. Options
include a possible gravity line tic in with the Manfredi project but DEP will not
allow a private agreement for this convevance theretore Township dedication of
the line would be required where the two property owners share the collection.
Mr. Steingle requested the Boards consideration of the Township taking
dedication of the line in which they would provide a gravity line up Baltimore
Pike for future development.

Supervisor Perrotti stated that typically a property owners would have to obtain
their own sewer and there would be no benefit to the Township taking dedication
but in fact impose additional costs. Supervisor Perrotti suggested the possibility
of going to the west with a force main.



Mr. Andress stated that the Township would not have to take dedication of the
line as long as it is not connected to others but when connecting DEP requires
dedication, therefore, if New Garden Ventures could arrange with Mantredi to run
a line on his property that does not connect than the Township would not have to
take dedication.

Supervisor Hoopes stated that it would be simple to run a line and sees a benefit
of mutual agreements and that running a gravity line would save on energy costs.
Supervisor Hoopes also suggested the two work on the possibility of a common
driveway.

Vice Chairman Allaband stated the possibility of connecting to the G Line but
would require two private easements from the railroad and the Manfredi
property.

The Sewer Authority concurred that they would like further review prior to
commenting,

Mr. Steingle stated that he will prioritize and present sketches and the proposed in
writing to get feed back from the Sewer Authority. Chairman Neal stated that the
Board will anticipate further discussion in February.

B. Duvane Sewer Bill- Mr. Andress stated that the Duvane family presented a
letter to the Township requesting a reduction in their sewer bill as the family uses
a water softening system for their children’s health issues. Mr. Andress stated that
he reviewed the data and did caleulations, which has summarized an annual
savings of $169.00.

Supervisor Perrotti suggested that Manager Raddi contact the family and explain
that the savings would be only $169.00 per year. Also, the billing would be an
administrative problem as the bill would have to manually calculate quarterly.
Vice Chairman Allaband questioned what tvpe of water treatment conditioner and
how it does not go into the sewer. Supervisor Perrotti stated that it could go to a
dry well and requested that Manager Raddi go to the premises and inspect.
Supervisor Norris stated his concern of entertaining requests of water usage verses
sewage uses.

Vice Chairman Allaband motioned to credit $170.00 annually to the Duvane
family based on a health condition, contingent upon verification of the health
conditions that the water is not going into the sewer and the request is renewed
annually. Supervisor Norris seconded to a unanimous vote.
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
