I. CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Neal called the meeting to order at 7:30pm with a pledge to the flag.

II. OPPORTUNITY FOR RESIDENTS TO ADDRESS THE BOARD

A. Emanuel Temple Church- Caroline Hauper, Esq. was present regarding
Emanuel Temple Church at 296 Pemberton Road to seek approval of the project
pursuant to a building permit issued in 2003, Ms. Hauper stated that a permit
was issued for a two story addition at which time did not require a land
development plan. They recently came to the Township to begin work and were
informed that the project will need a land development application. Ms. Hauper
stated that they have a re-vested right in that the permit was issued and by law
they can build.

Ms. Hauper stated that they are aware that there was an issue of parking and
now has an agreement with Peter LLumber to allow parking on Sundays and it
they are to proceed they would show a letter stating the same. All impervious
work has been done and now it is vertical construction. Chairman Neal stated
that the Board would like to meet with the Solicitor to be advised if this is
something that the Township should do.

Vice Chairman Allaband questioned if the church is used any other davs than
Sunday and the Minister stated that it is not. Ms. Hauper stated that there are
already 50 spaces on site and that if there are 200 seats they would figure 1 car
per 3 scats which would require 67 spaces, needing only an additional 17 spaces
at full capacity. Chairman Neal requested that the Board have more time to
consider the conditions. Vice Chairman Allaband stated that they already have
the permit and the Zoning Officer had only a problem with the parking,.

Supervisor Perrotti motioned to approve the continuance of the building permit

without land development with the stipulation that the off site parking for
Sundays and special events be a written document and reflected on the plan
