I. CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Neal called the meeting to order at 7:30pm with a pledge to the flag.

11, OPPORTUNITY FOR RESIDENTS TO ADDRESS THE BOARD
With none the Board moved to discuss Old Business.

IV. OLD BUSINESS

A. Consideration of time extension for Medical Ventures to complete and file
the revised preliminary land development plan- Joe Riper, Esq. was present as
representation of Continental Bank who is financing the Medical Ventures
project. Thev are working with Medical Ventures as the project is the collateral.

Mr. Riper stated that in September 2008 the Board conditionally approved the
preliminary land development plan with the condition that a revised preliminary
plan be filed prior to the required one vear time frame of filing the final plan.
Last month the applicant requested a six month extension but was granted only a
45 dav extension. Mr. Riper stated that the bank is aware that there is a fair
amount of engineering fees due and proposed paving 510,000 immediately and
an extension be granted to April 15, 2010 with a condition that the fees be paid
when filing the plan. There is a fair amount of work to be done that cannot be
done by the allowed extension to November 15, 2009, Mr. Riper requested an
extension until April 1st, 2010 and they pay $10,000 of the fees. Supervisor Norris
questioned how much they owe and why they have not paid. The Secretary
stated that thev currently owe around $89,000. Mr. Riper stated that the bank
has committed to move forward with the project because primary collateral of
the financing, is the development. He proposed paying $10,000 as a good faith
effort to settle overdue fees, Vice Chairman Allaband stated that not only have
they not paid $89,000 but that there has been no commitment to the plan. The
plan was given preliminary approval with conditions which were not followed
through. The bank has requested that Mr. Riper get a report of the status so that
