Chairman Ncal called the meeting to order at 7:30pm with a pledge to the flag.

I1. OPPORTUNITY FOR THE PUBLIC TO ADDRESS THE BOARD

ITI. REPORTS

A. New Garden Crossing Planning Module- Mr. Andress stated that the planning
modulc has been through review and is readyv for adoption. The flow is 8,600 gals
per day to Avondale WWTP,  Vice Chairman Allaband motioned to accept
Resolution 623 for the submission of the New Garden Crossing Planning Module.
Supervisor Norris seconded to a unanimous vote,

B. Country Fresh Planning Module- Mr. Andress stated the flow is 5,000 gals per
day requested adoption of the resolution for plan revision. Vice Chairman Allaband
questioned if the flows will need lifted to the force main and Mr. Andress informed
that they would by use of a pump. Vice Chairman Allaband motioned to accept
Resolution 624 for plan modification for Country Fresh Mushroom Companvy.
Supervisor Hoopes seconded to a unanimous vote excluding Supervisor Perrotti as
he recused from voting.

C. Borough of Avondale- Mr. Andress stated that he and Supervisor Perrotti met
with representatives of the Borough of Avondale regarding increasing the amount of
wastewater treatment that may be available in the future and what it would take to
expand their plant. Thev are reviewing the information and will report to the Board
at a later date. They had hoped to have the information together earlier but
Avondale’s engincer was out of the country.
