With the transient mushroom worker population large
housed in barracks, mayhem often prevailed withkaing,
robbery, and murders.

How Landenberg Got It's Name
by David Hawk, Historical Commission

Martin Landenberger was born in 1818 in Ebengen,
Germany. As a young man, he immigrated to Philddelp
and served several years as an apprentice in giero
business. In 1843 he had saved enough money thaae@
single loom and go into
business for himself. In 1847
a financial panic allowed
him to purchase a
considerable quantity of
wool for a very low price.

With this windfall he was

able, after the next business

upturn in 1849, to purchase a

factory containing eighteen

looms. In 1856 he erected an

even larger factory in the

Germantown section of

Philadelphia and in the

ensuing years expanded it several times. This rfastill
stands today.

In 1862 Martin Landenberger purchased the
Chandlersville and Laurel factories here in Newdaa
township. His son-in-law, Charles Weiler, movedehtr
manage them. The village was renamed Landenbeggtviidn
factories here were used to produce yarn, whichtaken to
the Philadelphia factory where it was spun intoidmys

In the early 1870’s, Martin Landenberger was
instrumental in bringing the railroad to Landenbierg
facilitate transport of the yarn produced hereito h
Philadelphia factory.

With the three factories, Martin Landenberger evalhy
employed 1000-1200 workers and was doing a milliolters
a year in business. In 1873 the financial manijatof the
infamous Robber Baron Jay Cooke bankrupted many
Philadelphia businessmen including Martin Landegéer
The firm operated several more years in receivprisafore
being liquidated to pay off creditors. Martin Lantberger
died penniless in 1884 on a small farm in MillvjilJ.

AGRICULTURAL DISTRICT COMMITTEE: The three
member committee meets as-needed to review apphesat
from land owners for Agriculture Security Distritatus.
Agricultural Security Districts are designated totpct
agricultural areas from non-farming uses which mmeake
normal farming operations difficult.

LAND PRESERVATION COMMITTEE (new): This
committee will develop and implement a plan for the
preservation of "greenway" open space within tlenghip.

GENERAL AUTHORITY: A five member authority created
to raise capital, through the issuance of revermmg®, for
low cost financing of public work projects. The mgans
meet once a month and serve for five years. CBaib:

SEWER AUTHORITY: The authority owns all of the sawe
infrastructure throughout the township and is adifigl for
the associated debt. It does not operate thetfasibut
leases them to the township.

The Phelps tract
is a 38-acre
steep-slope
parcel of land
along the White
Clay Creek on
Penn Green
Road between
Landenberg and
Avondale. The
area is a favorite
site for local
trout fishermen
in the spring.

This tract
will be placed
under a
conservation
easement and
will be used for
passive
recreation like
fishing, hiking
and bird
watching. There will be no ball fields or otherifdies built
on the land.

Pennsylvania has already announced a large gréme to
Natural Lands Trust to pay for a major portionhastproject.
The remainder of the project will be funded withatgrants
and anticipated fees from future developers fongpace
and recreation.

The White Clay Creek passes through the Phelpg Trac
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Landenberg Bridge Update
by David Hawk, Historical Commission

The New Garden Township Board of Supervisors has
voted to consider PennDOT's offer to take back the
Landenberg Bridge, finally clearing the way to masu
planning for reconstruction. Under PennDOT's takekb
program,  PennDOT will rehabilitate the bridge
Township specifications and then turn it over te th
Township. PennDOT estimates it will take about aryte
obtain the necessary permits and approvals andathetier
nine months to do the detailed design. Hopefullystaction
will begin in the Spring of 2004.

The Township's proposal at this point is to strbagtthe
bridge with strong steel girders sufficient for theaviest
emergency equipment in the area (40 tons). Theoappate
current bridge roadway width will be retained fafety
reasons. The narrow bridge has served well to dimmn
traffic as it comes down the steep hill before gntgthe
pedestrian area of the village. This roadway wisth
sufficient for wide
emergency vehicles
(9-ft each) to pass
each other on the
bridge if ever
necessary.

To ensure the
historical aspects of
the bridge are
maintained, the
Historical
Commission has
gathered old
photographs to
document details such
as the cantilevered
walkway and the
stonework .

To get advice on
the best structural and historical rehabilitatiechniques for
the project, the Township has retained Sandra Diatte
P.E., of McCormick, Taylor & Associates. Ms. Delites
was involved in the historical rehabilitation o$ianilar
County bridge near Kennett Square earlier in herazaShe
will use some of the same techniques pioneeregeonan
effective on that project for the Landenberg Bridge

Drought Emergency- On February 12, Governor Schweiker signed a
Proclamation declaring certain parts of the Siatduding Chester County, to
be in a drought emergency. The ban on nonesserdtal usage is effective for
90 days, but is expected to be extended if drooghditions do not improve.
All County residents are expected to refrain frang af the following:

Filling and topping off swimming pools.

Use of any water for watering grass.

Use of any water for irrigation and watering ofdnar gardens, landscaped
areas, trees, shrubs, and other outdoor plants.

Use of any water for washing paved surfaces, ssdtraets, roads,
sidewalks, driveways, garages, patios, parkingsateanis courts, decks
and patios.

Use of any water for washing or cleaning of mok#dicles, such as cars,
trucks, mobile homes, or boats.

Serving water in eating or drinking places.

Any use of water that is not for a beneficial use.

New Garden’s Police Department will be monitorimgnpliance with these

Ban On Open Burning -The Chester County Commissioners have enactedotany open burning ban effective until May
22. This may be extended if present drought camstdo not improve. Open burning is defined asghiion and subsequent
burning of any combustible material out of doorgiitmer a burn barrel (screened or unscreened) tieoground. Enforcement
of this ban is authorized by the Laws of Pennsyilvamd any police officer can enforce the ban.
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
